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AN ORDINANCE 9 8 2 0 4

AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF AN AGREEMENT WITH THE
TRANSPORTATION SECURITY ADMINISTRATION FOR THE USE
OF AIRPORT POLICE PERSONNEL AT SAN ANTONIO
INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT CHECKPOINTS; ESTABLISHING A
GRANT REIMBURSEMENT FUND; ADOPTING A BUDGET AND
APPROPRIATING FUNDS IN THE AMOUNT OF $373,570.20.

WHEREAS, the Aviation and Transportation Security Act (the “Act”) requires that law
enforcement officers be posted at all screening checkpoints; and

WHEREAS, the City and the Transportation Security Administration (“TSA”) desire to
negotiate and execute a Law Enforcement Personnel Reimbursement Agreement (the
“Agreement”) pursuant to a mutually negotiated Checkpoint Security Program for the
San Antonio International Airport and in accordance with the Act; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to approve the terms and authorize the execution of the
Agreement with the TSA to station Airport Police personnel at terminal security
checkpoints, establish a grant fund, adopt a budget, and appropriate funds; NOW
THEREFORE:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO:

SECTION 1. The City Manager or her designee, including the Aviation Director, are
authorized for 60 days following the effective date of this Ordinance to execute a Law
Enforcement Personnel Reimbursement Agreement with the Transportation Security
Administration, which Agreement provides for reimbursement to the Aviation
Department by the TSA of all costs related to the City’s posting of Airport Police
Personnel at Terminal Security Checkpoints.

SECTION 2. Fund No. 26-059198, entitled “Checkpoint Security Program,” is hereby
designated for use in accounting for the above Agreement, and the sum of $373,570.20 is
hereby appropriated in said Fund as set out in the detailed budget affixed hereto and
incorporated herein for all purposes as Attachment L.

SECTION 3. The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the
Director of Finance, City of San Antonio. The Director may, subject to the concurrence
by the City Manager or the City Manager’s designee, correct allocations to specific index
codes and fund numbers as necessary to carry out the purpose of the Ordinance.
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SECTION 4. This ordinance shall be effective on the tenth (10™) day after passage
hereof.
