WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 96414 passed on September 19, 2002 increased rates to 114 parking
meters with one-hour time limit, parking garages and lots and created an event rate for the Municipal
Court parking lot; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to increase certain parking rates charged for the following:

1. 941 parking meters which have a two hour time limit, (last increase for these meters
provided by Ordinance No. 92521)

2. City-owned facilities and parking lots:
Riverbend, Marina, Mid-City Garage (last increase provided by Ordinances 92521 and
88497),
Hemisfair Garage (last increase provided by Ordinance 96414),
Center Street and the Sutton Lots (last increased by Ordinance 89166),

3. creating a daily flat rate for parking at the Municipal Court parking lot; and

WHEREAS, the Parking Division of the City of San Antonio purchases 1,000 bus passes from VIA
Metropolitan Transit at a cost of $20.00 each and sells them to City employees at a discounted price
of $5.00 each and by increasing the cost to City employees to $10.00 each, it would reduce the
Parking Division’s subsidy while still providing a 50% discount to City employees; and

WHEREAS, this increase is consistent with the Parking System Revenue Bond Covenants which

allow rate increases for parking rates as necessary to ensure that revenues exceed expenses; NOW
THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO:

SECTION 1. Chapter 19, MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC, Section 19-221 of the San
Antonio City Code entitled “Operation of meters” is hereby amended to increase the rates for 941
parking meters with a two (2) hour time limit, from $0.75 per hour to $1.00 per hour (applicable to
49.1% of 1,917 meters). Said amendment is indicated by adding the language that is underlined
(added) and deleting the language that is stricken (deleted) to the existing text of said Section as
follows:

(b) Two-hour parking meters: The required amount of money for the use of a parking meter
space within the maximum one hundred twenty minutes parking zone shall be:

Length of Time Money Amount
4-minutes 3 minutes 5 cents
S-minutes 6 minutes 10 cents

20-minutes 15 minutes 25 cents

SECTION 2. Chapter 19, MOTOR VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC, Section 19-199 of the San
Antonio City Code entitled “Rates at City Parking Facilities”, is hereby amended by adding the

language that is underlined (added) and deleting the language that is stricken (deleted) to the
existing text of said Section as follows:

SECTION 3. The cost of Bus Passes to City employees are hereby increased from $5.00 each
to $10.00 each.
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SECTION 4. Chapter 19 of the City Code of the City of San Antonio is hereby amended to
include the rates established by SECTIONS 1, and 2, hereof. No other provision of Chapter 19 of
the City Code is amended hereby. Except as specifically changed herein, the current provisions of
Chapter 19 shall remain in full force and effect.

SECTION 5. The City Clerk is directed to publish notice of this ordinance in accordance with
Section 17 of the City Charter.

SECTION 6. The publishers of the City Code are authorized to amend and format said Codes
to reflect the changes adopted herein. In the event that the subsection assigned above has been
previously assigned by Ordinance or by the publisher, then, in that event, the publisher is authorized
to renumber the addition made by this section with the next available number.

SECTION 7. This ordinance shall become effective 5 days from publication, but in no event
before October 1st, 2003.
