WHEREAS, PetPals of Texas is a local non-profit organization with an established history 
of working with the City of San Antonio and our citizens; NOW THEREFORE: 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO: 

Section 1. The PetPals of Texas event on May 21, 2005 is hereby designated as an official 
City of San Antonio co-sponsored event, on a one-time basis. The event is scheduled to 
take place on May 21, 2005 at Eisenhower Park, which has been reserved from 8:00 a.m. 
until 1l:OO p.m. There will be no charge for admission. 

Section 2. The event will be covered by the City’s liability insurance. 

Section 3. The City shall provide one Park Police officer for security purposes. Additional 
security personnel is required to be hired by PetPals of Texas at the ratio of one officer per 
every 200 people. The officers must be certified peace officers in uniform. 

Section 4. In consideration of the public purpose being served by this event, the park 
reservation fee is hereby waived. Petpals will be required to post a $1,000 refundable deposit 
as required under City Code.
