AN ORDINANCE 101418 

RATIFYING A CONTRACT WITH STARLIGHT 
ENTERTAINMENT TO PROVIDE THE CITY OF SAN ANTONIO 
CONVENTION CENTER FACILITIES WITH APPROXIMATELY 
900 FEET OF LIGHTING TRUSS FOR THE “VATICAN 
EXHIBIT” FOR A TOTAL COST OF $33,490.00, FROM THE 2004 
HOTEL MOTEL TAX SUBORDINATE LIEN REVENUE AND 
REFUND BONDS.

WHEREAS, informal bids were solicited with the City Manager’s approval for lighting 
truss to be used for the Vatican Exhibit; and 

WHEREAS, a bid was submitted by Starlight Entertainment to provide the City of San 
Antonio Convention Facilities Department with approximately 900 feet of lighting truss 
for a total cost of $33,490.00; and 

WHEREAS, the Convention Facilities will be displaying a Vatican Exhibit in the Gallery 
of the Henry B. Gonzales Convention Center from October 15, 2005 through January 8, 
2006, consisting of artwork from the Vatican and a special display which requires a 
lighting truss in order to complete the set; and 

WHEREAS, the producer of the event, Clear Channel Entertainment, has agreed to share 
equally in all expenses related to the project; NOW THEREFORE: 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN 
ANTONIO: 

SECTION 1. The contract with Starlight Entertainment to provide the City of San 
Antonio Convention Facilities Department with 900 feet of lighting truss for a total cost 
of $33,490.00 is hereby ratified. 

SECTION 2. The FY 2005 budget contains funding in the amount of $33,490.00. The 
funds are available in Fund 29006000, Hotel Motel Tax Fund, General Ledger 5709060, 
Machinery and Equipment, Cost Center 420701000 1, Information Technology. 

SECTION 3. Payment is authorized to Starlight Entertainment and the funds are to be 
encumbered upon issuance of a purchase order. 

SECTION 4. The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the 
Director of Finance for the City of San Antonio. The Director may, subject to 
concurrence by the City Manager or the City Manager’s designee, correct allocations to 
specific Cost Centers, WBS Elements, Internal Orders, General Ledger Accounts, and 
Fund Numbers as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance. 



SECTION 5. This ordinance shall take effect on October 2,2005.
