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AN ORDINANCE

ACCEPTING A PROPOSAL AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY
MANAGER OR HER DESIGNEE TO EXECUTE A ONE-YEAR
CONTRACT IN THE PROJECTED AMOUNT OF $443,591.40
WITH WASTE MANAGEMENT TEXAS, INC., BASED ON A
UNIT PRICE PER HOME, TO PROVIDE MUNICIPAL SOLID
WASTE COLLECTION TWICE WEEKLY, BRUSH AND
BULKY ITEM COLLECTION TWICE ANNUALLY,
RECYCLING SERVICES ONE TIME PER WEEK, DEAD
ANIMAL COLLECTION AND ALL ASSOCIATED WASTE
DISPOSAL COSTS NEEDS IN THE STONE OAK AREA FOR
THE PERIOD OF JANUARY 1, 2006, TO DECEMBER 31, 2006,
AND AUTHORIZING UP TO THREE (3) ADDITIONAL ONE
(1) YEAR EXTENSIONS UPON THE APPROVAL OF THE
DIRECTOR OF ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES; AND
PROVIDING FOR PAYMENT.
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WHEREAS, the City of San Antonio has solicited proposals from contractors to
provide municipal solid waste collection, disposal, and recycling services to the
Stone Oak Area for the period January 1, 2006, to December 31, 2006; and

WHEREAS, Waste Management of Texas, Inc., submitted the proposal most
favorable to the City; NOW THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SAN
ANTONIO:

SECTION 1. The proposal of Waste Management of Texas, Inc., is hereby
accepted to provide municipal solid waste collection, disposal, and recycling
services to the Stone Oak Area for the period January 1, 2006, to December 31,
2006, in the approximate calculated sum of $443,591.40, which sum is
extrapolated from a proposed unit price proposal of $10.85 per residential unit per
month.

SECTION 2. The Director of Environmental Services is hereby authorized to
execute one or more optional one (1) year terms, up to a maximum of three such
optional terms, to extend this contract on conditions and provisions identical to
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those of the initial agreement, allowing, however, for annual price adjustments
expressed in the formula contained in the contract. Any substantial amendment or
adjustment to said contract not expressed in the original contract documents shall
require City Council Approval.

SECTION 3. The City Manager or her designee is authorized to execute the
Agreement in substantial, form appended hereto as Attachment A, fully
incorporated herein verbatim for all purposes, which Agreement form when
completed and fully executed will integrate all contract documents to effect the
understanding between the City of San Antonio and Waste Management of Texas,
Inc.

SECTION 4. The following financial adjustments are authorized to effect this
Ordinance:

(a) Funds for this expenditure are available in Fund 55001000, Solid Waste Operations,
Cost Center 5501010001, Office of the Director, General Ledger 5204045, Contracted
Collection as part of the FY06 budget.

(b) Monthly payments are authorized to Waste Management Services of Texas, LP in
the 05-06 Fiscal Year.

(c) The financial allocations in this Ordinance are subject to approval by the Director of
Finance for the City of San Antonio for the City of San Antonio. The Director may,
subject to concurrence by the City Manager or the City Manager’s designee, correct
allocations to specific Cost Centers, WBS Elements, Internal Orders, General Ledger
Accounts, and Fund Numbers as necessary to carry out the purpose of this Ordinance

SECTION 5. This Ordinance shall be effective on December 25, 2005.
