A request for a change in zoning from “NP-10 ERZD MLOD-1” Neighborhood 
Preservation Edwards Recharge Zone Camp Bullis Military Lighting Overlay District-1 
and “QD S ERZD MLOD-1” Quarry Edwards Recharge Zone Camp Bullis Military 
Lighting Overlay District-1 with a Specific Use Authorization for Blasting to “MPCD 
ERZD MLOD-1” Master Planned Community Edwards Recharge Zone Camp Bullis 
Military Lighting Overlay District-1 on 389.53 acres out of NCB 19221, 19101 North US

Daniel Ortiz, representative, stated their intent is to develop the subject property as mixed 
use.  He stated the City’s Major Thoroughfare Plan calls for two major thoroughfares to 
run thru this property, Huebner and Hardy Oaks, which will occur whether this request is 
granted today, two weeks or two months.  He stated another item that will not change is 
the land use principals that are applied to analyze a zoning change regardless of the size.  
He stated of the 389 acres, 169 would be used as open space 169 acres, which does 
include flood plain and the set back and buffers 75 feet to the south, 170 feet to the 
northwest and 100 feet to the north.   
 
The following citizen(s) appeared to speak: 
 
Robert Blystone, spoke in opposition.  He stated Brown & Ortiz have been in 
communications with them and at this time, he is neither in opposition nor in support as 
there are still a few items that need to be addressed.  He still has concerns with increase 
in traffic this development would bring into the community.   
 
Jim Cannizo, representing Camp Bullis, stated at this point he would like to request more 
time as they are still working closely with the developer, the owner and Brown & Ortiz 
on a restrictive covenant that would have an agreement explicitly that would not do any 
clearing until surveys are conducted.  He further stated this development has not 
conducted any species studies, which he feels should be prepared prior to development.    
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Bebe Fenstermakes, representing Hill Country Planning Association, she sated they 
strongly oppose this request.  She stated they agree that more studies/surveys should be 
conducted prior to development.   
 
Frank Burney, representing several homeowners, stated they are in opposition of this 
request.  He stated they have been working closely with Brown & Ortiz and are still 
working on trying to reach some compromises.   
 
Jean Kanter, spoke in opposition.  She expressed concerns with the increase in traffic this 
development would bring into the neighborhood. 
 
MariLee Edwards, spoke in opposition.  She stated she is concerned with the increase in 
traffic as well as conduction environmental studies prior to development.   
 
Ken Ebel, spoke in opposition.  He expressed concerns with how the increase in traffic 
would negatively affect their neighborhood.   
 
Arien Adams, spoke in opposition.  She stated there is an existing traffic problem and 
allowing this development would just increase the traffic issue. 
 
Rufina Dekat, spoke in opposition.  She also expressed concerns with the increase in 
traffic.   
 
Staff stated there were 166 notices mailed out to the surrounding property owners, 79 
returned in opposition and 8 returned in favor and Stone Oak Neighborhood Association 
is in opposition.  Staff also received 59 notices in opposition outside 200-foot radius. 
 
COMMISSION ACTION

Martinez to recommend approval including SAWS recommendations and the amending 
site plan that was referenced earlier removing any limitations and guaranteeing that the 
open space on the site plan will exist and that the applicant continue to work with the 
neighbors and Camp Bullis on any outstanding issues between now and the time this case 
is considered by City Council.
